We discussed various changes to each disciplines showbill/prize list as well as changes to the rules and regulations and a few additions under the officer’s duties in the by laws.  Please read this entire newsletter and see all of the attachments in this email to view those changes.  You will all be happy to know that for the second year in a row we are not raising any of the fees.  Also, if you pay your membership before September 1 you can deduct $5.00 from the total.  

There is a proposal to raise the volunteer hours requirement to 20 hours for each person going for year end awards and another one to raise the 40 hour requirement to 45.  I personally support both of these proposals as sometimes it is difficult to run a show without the needed amount of volunteers and by adding another 5 hours it will help all three disciplines have the volunteers they need to run their show. General Membership Meeting – July 11, 2011

SPORTS COUNCIL MEETING


 Brian Dunleavy has asked the county for more lighting for the parking area and the county is willing to accommodate us.  A request was also put in for a new exit gate for the Clay arena.   It was approved to give a plaque to John Jackson head of Parks & Rec with the County as a thank you for their support of PGHA.  


FIELD MAINTENANCE 


We have requested that the County maintain the clay arena prior to the shows.  They have agreed to till the Clay arena on Friday before each Speed Show.  Hopefully this will help keep the arena in good condition.   They will also continue to drag the arena on Fridays before our shows.  There was discussion and approval to increase the price paid to $75 for dragging the arena during the Speed shows.
