The addition of a $5.00 Speed show administration fee was voted on with 10 people in favor of adding the fee and 9 people against the addition.  Since the vote was not approved by a 2/3 majority vote of the members present at the meeting it WILL NOT take effect.  It was again discussed that there needs to be a volunteer in registration for the entire show day and several members who were present stated that they would be able to help with registration.   If finding volunteers willing to help in registration becomes a problem at any upcoming Speed show then discussion will be brought up again to add the $5.00 fee.  

Mark your calendars for the PGHA poker run to be held on March 17, 2012.  There will be a $10.00 entry fee with cash prizes, raffles, and 50/50 tickets available.  We also discussed having hamburgers & hotdogs for an additional cost.  Several locations for the event were discussed and we should have more details at the December meeting.

Treasurer’s Report:


Treasurer reported current balances in the checking and savings accounts and distributed PGHA show flyers to be handed out at your local feed & tack stores for additional advertisement.  New ad is in November issue of horse & Tack.


Directors Report:


Hunter/Jumper: there were 36 riders entering 160 classes.  We are still waiting on the new jumps to be delivered.  If they are not available then Laura will start looking into other options for getting the jumps built.  If anyone would like to build some jumps please contact her.   December will be double point month for Hunter/Jumper.  Entry fees will NOT be doubled, only the points.  Riders will also have the option of receiving a trophy for Division Grand & Reserve Champion winners instead of a ribbon.  The winners of the Jumper and Medal class will also have that option; this is only for the month of December!


 Performance: had a small turnout with 21 riders entering 106 classes.  Marlene reported that there were several other shows going on the same day.  Hopefully with the advertisement we will be able to attract more people to the upcoming shows.  


Speed finally had their first full show without any rain for November.  They had 55 riders.


Speed has rescheduled the October 29th 2011 show that was rained out for April 21st, 2012.

Field Maintenance: The County removed the walk through gate that was mistakenly added to the clay ring and installed it on the grass ring where it was originally supposed to go.  New clay was added to the arena.  A thank you was sent to county workers who take care of grounds.  


Improvements to show grounds: Laura informed us that Perry Hoff has given his drawings to the architect.  


Sports Council:  The county has installed a timer system for the lights from 4:30 to 8pm.  The switch is on the first pole as you pull into the trailer entrance.  There are Red and Green buttons that you will need to push to turn the lights on and off.  When you are finished riding please make sure to turn the lights off before you leave. 


The County Commissioners were given a thank you plaque from PGHA at their last commission meeting.  It was very well received.  


All county parks are working on a smoke free environment.  There will be a hearing in January regarding this.  If you want more information you can contact the County Commissioner’s office. 


The county is looking into the possibility of adding a 220 volt outlet for the cook shack to be able to use a fryer. 


Collyn & Logan Shelatz made an IEA presentation for sponsorship from PGHA.  The IEA team is run by Loraine Roe of Showboat Stables in Naples and is made up of high school students who compete statewide much in the same way as the collegiate teams.
