Meeting Minutes

GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING – MAY 11, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:45.  

SECRETARY’S REPORT:  The minutes of the April meeting were accepted as printed in the May newsletter.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  As of the meeting the total monies in the checking and saving accounts totaled $31,500 to be utilized for the banquet and year end awards.  The Poker Run and Summer Shows will help us rebuild the bank account for next season.

POKER RUN:  The committee has been advertising very well – on Craig’s List, feed stores, Government Access channels, etc.  We are looking forward to a fun filled day.

BANQUET:  Reservations forms for the banquet are available on the website to download and send in.  The date is June 26th and ticket prices are $35 adult and $18 for children under 12 (kid’s meal).  The deadline for reservations is June 11th.

SHIRTS:  We will continue to sell the T-shirts and Polos and caps.  They will be available for sale at the Poker Run and the Banquet.  The hats and tee shirts are $15 and the polo shirts are $20.

TOWER FUND:  The original donor plaques are being finalized and the draft of the new fundraising letter is available once the original donors are recognized. SPORTS COUNCIL:  Sean Spoonts attended the last meeting and passed on the request that the county start watering again the day before each of our shows.  It was suggested that perhaps we should ask for a second Port A Potty.  

SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE:  We were notified that there are 3 eligible students who have applied for the scholarships.  The plan is to announce at the banquet who the recipients are and award them a voucher for the money that will be sent to their respective schools in the fall.

DIRECTORS’ REPORT:

Hunter/Jumper – The final show of the season was good.  There were 40+ riders –some of the increase was new riders and some were returning riders.  We hope to see them again next season.  

Performance - The 4H Area show was the same day as the final Performance show which decreased the participation some; but there were still 37 riders.  

Speed – The show went well with close to 50 riders.  There was one minor fall, but the participant got up and finished the event!  The weather was very hot, but there was a breeze.  We did have some difficulty due to not having enough help, but were able to push on with extra help from the audience.  And thanks to all the volunteers, a very good show for the last show of the season.  And thanks to Lois Collins for training Ellen Reinig to be our announcer for the next show season.
