General Membership Meeting – May 9, 2011


The meeting was called to order at 7:10.


SECRETARY’S REPORT:  The minutes of the last meeting were accepted as printed in the newsletter.


TREASURER’S REPORT:  The current balance in the checking and savings account were reported.


DIRECTOR’S REPORTS:


Hunter/Jumper-There was a great turnout for the last show.  There were 50 riders in 223 classes and the show generated $2682.


Performance-There were 46 riders in 183 classes and the show generated $1946.


Speed-The May show was almost called due to storms.  Mother nature was on our side though! There were 40 horse/rider combinations for 170 classes.  Our thanks to all the volunteers, parents and riders for a great year.


SPORTS COUNCIL- The council suggested that all organizations participating in outdoor activities have a lightning detector.  The members discussed it and a motion was made and passed to get one.  Sports council advises all organizations to have CPR training – we may have a member able to teach and certify board members and directors.


The county has requested that the arena be named using “Charlotte County” in the title.  Nominations were taken and voted upon.  The new name for the arena will be CHARLOTTE COUNTY EQUESTRIAN CENTER.
