Meeting Minutes

GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING – APRIL 13, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:35 p.m.

SECRETARY’S REPORT:  The minutes from the previous month were accepted as printed in the newsletter.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The balance in the checking account is $16,921 and the savings account balance is $5,478.  The last three shows did quite well.

BOARD REQUESTS – It’s requested that no one ask the Cook Shack for free food.  The only food that we obtain for free is for the judges at the shows.  Also, PLEASE do not try to get the attention of those working in the tower 

announcer’s booth directly.  Go to the registration area or to someone with a walkie talkie and ask your question.  It can be relayed to the announcer’s  booth if needed.

WISH LISTS – All 3 discipline’s wish lists are on the website.  Please return them ASAP to the proper director.

FUND RAISING:  The tee shirts and baseball caps are selling well.  Encourage everyone to buy them to support the club – they make great gifts!  The plaques for the tower fund are nearly done. There are 3 categories based on the amount of money donated (Bronze is $99 or less; Silver is $100-$499 and Gold is $500 or more.  Once they have been put up outside the tower we will be sending out a new solicitation letter for donations.  If you know of a specific business that you think we should send a letter to please let someone on the board know!  

POKER RUN: This event has been postponed until May 15th d/t the wet conditions that were present at Deep Creek Preserve.  If you are interested in volunteering to help please contact Lois Collins.  We will be selling beverages and snacks there.

SPORTS COUNCIL:  There is a new person in charge of the grounds for all the county parks.  We will ultimately be more responsible for the arena ground care.  It has been noted that we need to have them start watering the arena again and that in order to condition the arena clay better we will have to drag deeper.  We will first have to find out where and how deep the pipes are that run under the arena.

DIRECTORS’ REPORTS:

Hunter/Jumper- There were 45 riders at the double judged show in March.  We had invited the members of the Lee County club to join us since the shows there had been cancelled that month.  We are hoping they continue to join us!  

Performance- There were 49 riders at the double judged April show.  The show went smoothly and was finished by 4:00.

Speed -  There were two shows since the last meeting .  The March 20th show was a make-up show that went well.  There were 41 riders – 2 riders from Lee County joined us.  We finished at 8:30 p.m.  Thank you to all the volunteers who were there for PGHA. 

The April show went well; we had a good sized lead line class.  We had close to fifty riders.  Kayla Fletcher received a horse for her 13th birthday!  Much thanks to Dave Moyers for dragging.

SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE REPORT:  The application for the scholarship is available on our website.  The deadline for application is May 1, 2010.  They can be mailed to Lisa Johnson or to the PGHA post office box. 

BANQUET COMMITTEE REPORT:  Terri Owen gave us an update.  The committee has chosen the entrees.  The ticket prices will be the same as last year.  The forms for tickets will be available at the last shows of the year and on the website.  Please pay in advance when you send the form in.  No paper tickets will be dispersed.  Your name will be on a list at the door.  If you have any questions please contact Terri Owen.  The Banquet book which lists all the award winners will be similar to last year’s.  In order to print the book we need to sell ads which can be as an advertisement or a congratulations. The form is available on the website under the ANNOUNCEMENT section. Please try to sell ad space and make sure it’s sent in to Laura St. John by JUNE  11th.  The silent auction that is held at the Banquet is a big fundraiser for PGHA.
