Presidents Message

As you read this newsletter you will see that there is important information regarding proposed changes to how registration is handled at the Speed shows.  It is imperative that registration be handled properly and that the announcer NOT be disturbed.  Remember that the announcer is basically your “judge” and that he/she needs to have their eyes on the arena at all times.  If they are distracted by people entering the booth mistakes can be made.  We also need to have more people who would be interested in learning how to announce.  It would be great to have someone at the next Speed show willing to sit with the announcer and learn the process.   We cannot rely on one or two people to announce but instead need a pool of five or six people we can draw from.  Of course you get volunteer hours and don’t forget that it’s also the best seat in the house as you have a great view to watch your family member ride!  

We still have lots of classes available to be sponsored, especially Performance and Hunter/Jumper.  Speed is doing a great job as they have half their classes sponsored but there is still room for more.  Please ask your employer, vet, farrier or any business that you frequent if they’d like to help out.  You can even ask your grandparents or other family members.  Remember the more sponsors we have the better our season and year end awards will be.   Forms are available on the website and at the shows.

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Meeting Minutes – October 10th, 2011 Continued

The county has installed new solar powered perimeter lights.  Please do not try to pry open the light box, PGHA has a key for our use.

The concession stand is asking for a 220 outlet to be placed on 2 of the lighting poles so that they do not have to run so many extension cords.

The gate to the arena was replaced with the correct type of gate however the walk through gate that was added to the clay arena was a mistake as it should've been installed on the grass arena.  It will either be changed out or one will be added to the grass arena.

IEA SPONSORSHIP:   

The sponsorship for these high school riders was discussed. There are currently 6 participants on the team of which 4 are PGHA members. After much discussion, it was decided it would be more appropriate if one or more members of the IEA team come and present their request to PGHA as this has not yet been done. Once this has been done, then we can vote on whether or not to sponsor them.

RULE #24: Laura St. John stated that Rule #24 has been revised in the Rules & Regulations.

Rule #36 was not changed because it talks about tack and general attire for everyone, it is not discipline specific.

BYLAWS:

The Treasurer’s duties have been revised to include taking 10% net from each show and adding it to the savings account. If any money is transferred from savings to checking, it is the treasurer’s responsibility to make sure the money is transferred back into savings when checking is able to have the money taken out.

NEW BUSINESS:  

It was brought up that there are problems with participants not willing to always listen to other adults when asked to stop doing something inappropriate or told to get a helmet on.  If this is an issue please bring it to the attention of the Director or any Board Member.  If a participant fails to follow the rules of the show grounds, they will be asked to leave the show grounds.

It was suggested that we give the County Commissioners an “appreciation” plaque for all their support of PGHA.   Several other youth organizations were also advised that this would be a good idea but as of yet no other groups have done so.  It was agreed that we proceed forward with this.

We will try to have the Points and Hours available at each show.

Helmets – As discussed, helmets are required by all riders 17 and under at the Speed Show and by all riders at the Hunter/Jumper show. If a rider is on a horse, even if they are warming up anywhere on the show ground they must have a helmet on. Failure to comply may result in points being taken away or the participant being escorted from the show grounds.

Meeting Minutes – October 10th, 2011 Continued

Volunteers - Extensive discussion was given to the lack of volunteers at the Speed and Performance shows.  If the registration booth for the Speed show scheduled on 10/29/11 does not have enough volunteers signed up so that it is manned for the entire event by 10/27/11 then the show participants will be charged an additional $5.00 per horse and rider administration fee and registration will be handled by Laura St. John's company that already takes care of both Performance and Hunter/Jumper shows. 

ONLY THE ANNOUNCER AND THE ANNOUNCER’S ASSISTANT ARE ALLOWED IN THE TOWER

Walkie Talkies will be used by the Director, Arena Entry Gate and the Announcer’s Assistant

The tower door will be kept LOCKED at all times.

Any banging on the tower door or disturbance to the announcer will result in the participant losing their points from the last event they rode in.  If you are a parent and you disturb the announcer then your child will lose their points from the last class they rode in.  If you have a problem, need to add or scratch classes or need any assistance YOU MUST COME TO REGISTRATION.  Only a Board Member or someone working in registration is allowed to approach the announcer while they are in the booth.  NO EXCEPTIONS!

Speed Registration Administration Fee - A motion was made to have Laura St. John's company come in and handle registration for the Speed shows.  This would result in a $5.00 Administration fee being charged to all Speed participants.  This fee is currently charged to Performance and Hunter/Jumper participants.  The $5.00 is charged one time per show to each horse and rider combination.  Basically every entry form has a $5.00 administration fee added to it.  If you ride one horse then you pay one $5.00 fee, if you ride two horses then you pay two $5.00 fees.  The fee includes having someone in registration take care of collecting all the money, entering all riders in their classes, handling all adds and scratches and tallying up all the points including high point for that day.  It does not include keeping track of the points for yearly totals.  Everything would be done using a computer.  All announcer sheets and gate sheets will also be printed via the computer.  At the end of the night the Director is given a breakdown of all entries and points as well as a financial breakdown of all money earned.  The announcer sheets are given to whoever is doing the yearly point totals.  All information is kept in the computer until the following July just in case any discrepancies arise.  This motion was seconded and will be voted on at the next general membership meeting on November 14. 

 Brian Dunleavy brought up doing a fundraiser using comp cards for restaurants.  Valerie Nazzarese presented the idea to the members and explained how they work.  The cards are good until 7/31/14 and depending on which card you purchase include McDonald's, Pizza Hut, Dunkin Donuts, DQ,  OR KFC, DQ, Subway, Perkins, Sonic, Domino's, Sonny's, Applebee's, Papa John's, McDonald's, Dunkin Donuts and Golden Corral.  The smaller cards will be sold for $10.00 and the larger ones for $20.00.  PGHA will keep 50% of the sale from each card.  Vern Wright made a motion that we go ahead with this fundraiser.  Motion was seconded and approved.  There is no out of pocket expense for PGHA, whatever cards we do not sell we just return to Valerie.  If we sell out then we can always get more cards as needed.  Several members took cards to sell to friends and family.  The cards will also be available for sale at the registration booth at the 
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shows.  Please help support PGHA and purchase a card or two they are a great value and also make great stocking stuffers or teacher gifts!

Banquet – The PGHA Banquet will be held on June 23, 2012 at the Cultural Center again. We do not know the cost as of yet. Laura will keep us posted.

Marlene read an article regarding Range Riders which was dated 1971. Range Riders was the old name for PGHA.

Brian Dunleavy also brought business cards for Mane2Tail – Equine Massage Therapy. He states they come to your home and that he has had them to his house to provide therapy to his horse and that the horse did very well.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 PM.

General Membership Meeting – October 10, 2011


The Meeting was called to order at 7:05pm.


SECRETARY’S REPORT:  Pam D’Amore made a motion to accept the September meeting minutes. Motion was seconded by Don Ebersole and the motion was passed. The minutes were accepted as printed in the newsletter.


TREASURER’S REPORT:  Checking and Saving account balances were given. Donna also reported that the ad for Horse and Pony will be in their October issue. She also stated that Horse and Tack charges the same as Horse and Pony and we still have time to get an ad in for the November issue. After further discussion a motion was made by Cindy Rochester and seconded by Lois Collins to go ahead with an ad in Horse and Tack. Motion carried and Donna will proceed with getting an ad in to them. We also discussed other advertising that did not cost such as floridahorseshow.com which has a direct link to PGHA and floridahorse.com which she has given them all of our show dates and times. 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Meeting Minutes – October 10th, 2011 Continued


Performance – Marlene Tehrani gave an update.   The first show was small with 23 riders competing in 135 classes generating revenue of just over $1886. It was noted that APHA had a big show and another new local show also were on the same weekend as the performance show and they may have had an impact on our event.


SPEED - Gayle Rogers gave the report with their first show having been held on Saturday, October 8th. Despite the rain they had a total of 50 riders. With membership, sponsors and nominations they took in a total of $3795.


Unfortunately due to the heavy down pour of rain it was agreed between the Speed Director, Gayle Rogers and Vice President, Brian Dunleavy the they end the show early and continue with the last 4 classes (Open Keyhole, Hairpin, Poles and Flags) on October 29th starting at 1 PM. After those classes are finished they will then proceed with their double pointed show on October 29th. 


Due to the fact that classes had to be cancelled at the 10/8/11 show anyone who is making up classes on 10/29 at 1:00 pm and also showing at the regularly scheduled show which begins at 3:00 pm on 10/29/11 will be allowed to do so without having to worry about the 15 ride maximum per horse per day.  The 15 ride rule will be in effect for the regular portion of the show which begins at 3:00 however the rides from any of the previous classes (starting at 1:00 pm) will not be included in that 15 ride maximum.  This is a ONE TIME ONLY occurrence.





SPORTS COUNCIL:  No report.





FIELD MAINTENANCE AND SHOW GROUND IMPROVEMENTS: 


The preliminary plans for the addition to the tower were approved by the county. They are also in agreement to a long-term arrangement with PGHA for use of the facilities. The agreement will have to go before the county attorney in order to have an agreement drawn up and the whole process may take approximately 3 months or more. This agreement does not give PGHA exclusive rights to the facilities. This also does not prevent the county from selling the property. However should something like that occur, the county would try to place PGHA in a facility comparable to the grounds where we are currently. Perry was notified of the approval and asked to proceed with the formal prints.
