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GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING – August 10, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 6:40 p.m..

SECRETARY’S REPORT:  Accepted as printed in the July newsletter.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Sean Spoonts resigned as the Association treasurer.  As of the meeting not all the yearend checks have cleared.  We will have a complete report ready by the next meeting.

BANQUET: The Cultural Center contacted us with an offer for next year’s banquet to help make up for the poor quality of food we had this year.  They offered to continue to waive the rental fees for the front hall, main lobby and decorating fee – a total of $750 off.  They also offered to credit us $510 towards next year’s food purchase.  We are hoping to be able to decrease the ticket prices to around $28 for an adult ticket and $12-$14 for a child ticket.  We will probably have a buffet style next year.  The proposed date for next year’s banquet to allow our national paint exhibitors to attend is June 18, 2011.  A motion was made and passed to have next year’s banquet at the Cultural Center on 6/18/2011.

SCHOLARSHIPS:  The scholarship money for the 3 recipients has been sent to their respective colleges.  Congratulations again!

FUND RAISING:  We are continuing to sell T-shirt and baseball caps at all shows and functions.  Our plaques are complete and Perry Hoff has volunteered to make a board to display them at the show grounds.  These plaques are to recognize all the donors who helped make the tower a reality.  As soon as these plaques are on display we will send out a new solicitation letter to request donations to help our association grow.
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SPORTS COUNCIL:  There is some concern regarding the security of the locks at the tower to be addressed to the county.  We have requested a map of the irrigation system prior to starting any repairs on the clay arena.  The board is requesting that all members who are pleased that we have our arena to use send a letter to your county commissioner stating that the Parks and Recreation Department is doing a great job. 

PGHA BYLAWS:  All proposed changes to the bylaws were voted/accepted as recommended.

RULES AND REGULATION:  All proposed changes to the Association Rules and Regulations passed as recommended except Rule #6 was not changed.  It will remain that all members must have 7 of their 15 hours by January 1st of each year or within 3 months of joining PGHA, whichever comes later – NOT changed to 15 hours by the end of the season.
