Meeting Minutes


General Membership Meeting – August 8, 2011


The Meeting was called to order at 7:15pm.


SECRETARY’S REPORT:  The July meeting minutes were accepted as printed in the newsletter.


TREASURER’S REPORT:  Checking and Saving’s account balances were given and there was discussion regarding using the saving’s account for paying bills prior to the show season starting as long as it is returned when the revenue starts with the fall shows.


DIRECTORS’ REPORTS:


Hunter/Jumper – Laura St. John gave the report.  It is still up in the air whether the H/J show in November will be on Saturday the 19th or Sunday the 20th due to a possible conflict with an already scheduled District 10 NBHA show.  Laura also mentioned that Brian Baum is currently building some new jumps for the arena.


Performance – Marlene Tehrani gave an update.   All judges have been finalized for the entire show season.  There will be the addition of a green western riding class for anyone who is interested.  The first show is the first Saturday of October – the 1st. 


Speed – No report other than the first show will be in October this year – not September as in previous years.


SPORTS COUNCIL:  We have plaques to be awarded to Mike Norton and John Jackson at the next Sports Council meeting to show our organization’s appreciation for all their help.  We will remind them again about fixing the clay arena gate and about putting in a walk-through gate at the grass arena.

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Meeting Minutes – August 8th, 2011 Continued


SUMMER SHOWS:  The July show did not produce as much as in previous years so there was discussion that in future years we may go to just one summer show.  Since the August show has already been advertised we sill have it and be hopeful that there will be more participants.  


COGGINS:  The state will have someone to check Coggins at the August show then during the show season they will check Coggins at one of the three shows each month alternating between disciplines.   Be sure to have your Coggins papers with you.


VOTING ON PROPOSED CHANGES: 


The PGHA By Laws were accepted as published in the August newsletter.


The following rules and regulations affect all PGHA members:


The addition of some new wording was added to rule 42 and was accepted as published in the August newsletter.


The volunteer hours will remain the same at 15 to qualify for year end awards and 40 to qualify for the volunteer award.


The Year End Overall Highpoint award for each discipline was eliminated.


The year end monetary award amount will not be lowered even if there are less than 3 participants in a class.  They will receive the same amount as any other class.


The point system will remain the same for all 3 disciplines. 


The added wording for rules 5 and 15 was accepted as published in the August newsletter. 


The following changes pertains to Performance rules & regulations:


Attire for Western & English was accepted as published in the August newsletter. 


A new rule which states: If a rider Western or English wins Grand year end award in 2 or more Walk/Trot Classes for 2 consecutive show seasons then he/she must move up to the Canter/Lope division the next show season . was added.


























The following changes pertains to Speed rules & regulations:


Rule 51 was accepted as published in the August newsletter.


Rule 62 was accepted as published in the August newsletter.


Point system will remain the same with no changes.


A new rule was added, Rule 59, which requires all Speed participants under the age of 18 to wear a helmet.


The Hunter/Jumper prize list was accepted as published in the August newsletter.


The Speed showbill was accepted as published in the August newsletter.


The Performance showbill was accepted as published in the August newsletter however there were 2 changes.  Classes 25 and 27 (Green Horse Western & English Pleasure) were changed to Walk/Trot classes (instead of W/T/L and W/T/C) and are open to any horse showing within their first 2 years (instead of 1 year) of Western or English Pleasure.   


NEW BUSINESS:  


Proposed Improvements – Laura St. John and Perry Hoff have met with the county about a possible addition to the tower that would be a pavilion extending off the tower to provide permanent shade for the tables where people fill out registration forms, ribbon/trophy tables and a storage area.  Everyone agreed to move forward gathering more information about cost, county approval, possibility of lease or guarantee from the county that we will be able to continue to use the property; etc.
