Meeting Minutes


General Membership Meeting – September 12, 2011


The Meeting was called to order at 7:05pm by Brian Dunleavy.


SECRETARY’S REPORT:  The August meeting minutes were accepted as printed in the newsletter.


TREASURER’S REPORT:  Checking and Saving’s account balances were given. There was discussion regarding taking 10% from each show’s net earnings and putting it in the savings account. Motion was made and passed. 


DIRECTORS’ REPORTS:


Hunter/Jumper – Brian gave the report and informed us that the H/J show in November will be on Saturday the 19th. No other updates given. 


Performance – Marlene Tehrani gave an update.   All judges have signed and returned their contracts. The first show is the first Saturday of October – the 1st. 


Speed – Gayle Rogers reported that they have a new timer for Speed. She also informed us that there are 3 extra barrels. 2 were missing and then reappeared. The barrels are being stored and chained under the stairs. 


SPORTS COUNCIL:  The exit gate on the arena was replaced however it was not the right type. It will be requested at the Sports Council Meeting that the gate be replaced with the same type that was removed. Discussion will be given to the proposed addition of the pavilion style building to be added by PGHA. With that being said, we will be asking for a long term agreement with the County for us to have use of the arena especially considering the money we have put in to the arena, tower and with the possible additional building. We will also ask the County about cleaning of the Porta John and about an additional unit, possibly a Porta Jane.

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Meeting Minutes – September 12th, 2011 Continued


FIELD MAINTENANCE: An offer has been made by a member of PGHA to drag the grounds before and during the Speed shows. He requests a written contract and is asking for $200/show. After discussion, a motion to accept the proposal was made and the motion was passed.


SUMMER SHOW: The summer show held Aug. 20th resulted in $500+ in classes, $1000 in membership and 2 sponsors. The show was successful in bringing in these dollars and puts the season off to a good start.


COGGINS:  It is brought up again that when you nominate your horse, you MUST include a copy of a CURRENT Coggins that matches the horse that you are nominating. All horses brought to the arena grounds must have a current Coggins. If you do not have a current Coggins, the horse will not be allowed off the trailer.


The following rules and regulations affect all PGHA members:


Under attire, 


Rule #24 needs to be updated to read that for Speed events helmets are REQUIRED for all riders 17 and under. 


Rule #36 needs to include helmets as a requirement for proper attire.


NEW BUSINESS:  


Open Trail will be a part of the daily high point. It is being added to Novice as well as the Jr. & Sr.


It is being asked that in an effort to eliminate smoking at the shows that each member write a letter to the county prohibiting smoking on the park grounds. An example of the request was read to the members.


In an effort to reduce overhead/expenses, discussion was given to ask members if they had trophies that they would like to give back to PGHA that are still in really good condition. Many families who have had competitors for a while probably have trophies that they don’t want any more and would be willing to give these back. 


Donna presented information regarding advertising in Horse & Pony. After further discussion regarding pricing and ad sizes a motion was made and passed to place a quarter page ad in the October edition. Other places for advertising were discussed that are free such as Craig’s List and putting flyers up at the feed stores.


The IEA (Interscholastic Equestrian Association) sent the association a letter soliciting donations/sponsors but that at this time we tabled the discussion again until the next meeting.


The meeting was adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
