RULES AND REGULATIONS

The following proposals have been made for all of PGHA members:

1.
Add some wording to rule 42 of the PGHA rules and regulations.  Rule 42 will now read    Walk/Trot classes are open to any rider within the designated age group who has not shown at the canter/lope, in that same discipline, at any horse show (unless otherwise noted on the prize list/showbill).  If rider has cantered in English but never shown in Western then the participant could show walk/trot Western and vice versa. 
2.
Change the volunteer hours from 15 to 20 hours with 10 hours needing to be completed by January 31.

3.
Change the 40 hour volunteer award to 45 hours. 

4.
Do not change any volunteer hours.

5.
Eliminate the overall year end high point award for each discipline. 

6.
If less than 3 participants in a class for year end- lower the monetary award.

7.
Do not change the point system.

8.
Add the following wording to the end of rule 5. Coggins will be checked at the facilities entry gate if possible. 
9.
Rule 15 will now read as follows: A Current Negative Coggins test is required by State Law.  If you fail to produce a current Coggins test at the facilities entry gate you will be asked to leave the show grounds, entry fees will not be refunded.
The following proposals have been made for the Performance Rules & Regulations: 

1.
Attire-Western Pleasure correct shirt attire to read-Long sleeved collared shirt.  English- a tie or choker must be worn
2.
Add a rule that says: If a rider Western or English wins Grand year end award in 2 or more Walk Trot Classes then he or she must move up to the Lope/Canter division the next show season.

Performance has proposed to add a Green Western Riding Class to their showbill (as well as other changes).  For a complete description of this class please see the flyer that is enclosed with this email.

The following proposals have been made for the Speed Rules & Regulations:
There will be no September Speed show, instead Speed will have 2 shows in October and 2 shows in March. 

1.
Rule 51 will now read as follows:.   Speed Shows are held the second Saturday of the month October through April unless otherwise noted. There will be 2 double pointed shows in the season. The dates of those shows will be decided by the director. Warm-up will be held in the clay arena between 1:30pm-2:30pm.  The show will start promptly at 3:00pm.

2.
Rule 62. under  where it says $40.00 will now read as follows: Poor Boy per horse/rider combination for the day (excluding open barrels and open keyhole) NO Refunds.

3.
Speed would like to propose a change to their point system as follows:

Rule 66.  Points will be awarded as follows no matter how many competitors.

1st place....6 points  

2nd place....5 points

3rd place....4 points

4th place....3 points

5th place....2 points

6th place....1 point

4.
Add a rule that says: Speed participants under the age of 18 will be required to wear a helmet.
